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Issues that need to be adressed in the resolution (in order of relevance):

· What kinds of rights should minority groups currently present in EU member states (including, but not limited to, religious, ethnic, and racial minorities) be granted? Incorporate labor market, education, healthcare, language status, tolerance promotion etc.

· To what extent should the E.U interfere with the sovereign national politics of its member-states regarding minority rights?

· How should the E.U respond to separatist movements generated by certain minority groups within its member states?

· How should the E.U deal with an increasing number of immigrants (both from within the E.U and outside of it)? Think citizenship status, healthcare, jobs etc.

Things to be mindful of while researching the topic:

· Of what value is the source? Is it an acclaimed publication? Is it up to date?

· Is there any political agenda behind the publication that makes it biased?

· Is the source too radical in its discourse (i.e, not balanced enough)?

· Is the material relevant to the issue?

· Extra advice: Read everything with a critical eye and make sure that you fully understand the implications of each text (or even visual source). No publication is 100% unbiased. Research theory as well as case-history.
