Questions our Committee should discuss:
· How can the EU ensure a safer Internet for its youth?
· What measures can be taken to reduce the impact of cyber-bullying, internet grooming and unregulated social networking sites on the life of young people without violating the right to free speech and freedom of information?
· What can the EU do to make already existing measures (see below) wider known and more efficient?
You are expected to know about the legislative basis of these topics in your country as well as in the EU:
· Cyberbullying (e.g. http://www.pacer.org/publications/bullypdf/BP-23.pdf, in the publication there are more links)
· internet grooming

· social networking sites (regulated/unregulated)
· right of free speech 

· freedom of information
